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The College Basketball Invitational is a
postseason tournament event comprised of a
16-team field and hosted at on-campus arenas
throughout the country. The CBl is a single-
elimination tournament, up until the Cham-
pionship Series. The Championship Series is

a best-of-three series, home-away-home, in
which the higher seed receives the first and
last (if necessary) home games. The CBI pro-
vides a meaningful opportunity for teams that
are deserving of a postseason experience.
